The article investigates the approaches to
determining the essential characteristics of eco-
nomic transformations and approaches to their
evaluation. However, the pluralism of scientific
approaches of researchers, as well as the lack
of a single and comprehensive understanding
of the nature, types and criteria for assessing
economic transformations necessitates further
research in this area. In particular, it was estab-
lished that historically economic transforma-
tions were clarified from several perspectives,
namely: 1) structural changes in the sectors of
the economy (variation of the contribution of the
relevant industry in the formation of value added);
2) change in productivity and employment in the
sectors of the economy, which occurs in two
directions, in particular, the allocation of financial
and human capital from low- to high-profit sec-
tors of the economy and productivity growth in
enterprises within a particular industry. However,
at the present stage of development of world eco-
nomic relations that is characterized of digitaliza-
tion of economy, economic transformations cover
a much wider range of types, namely: changing
the relationship between financial and real sec-
tors of the economy, between cash and non-cash
circulation, between digital and physical business
products.

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DETERMINATION OF ESSENTIAL FEATURES AND APPROACHES TO ASSESSMENT
OF ECONOMIC TRANSFORMATIONS IN CONTEXT OF DIGITALIZATION OF ECONOMY

Over the past few decades, economic transformations have been identified through the prism of structural
change, i. e. changes in the proportions of a particular industry's contribution to GDP. However, over time,
economic transformations have come to be seen more broadly — by shifting the workforce from low-productive
to high-productive sectors of the economy. Based on the historical experience of developed countries, this pro-
cess as a rule has been realized from agriculture to production and then to high-productive services. However,
it should be noted that the perspective of structural change in curtain country is dependent on many specific
factors, such as the level of digitalization of the economy, resource availability, geographical location, institu-
tional capacity, rule of law, efficiency of public administration and others.

However, the pluralism of scientific approaches of researchers, as well as the lack of a single and compre-
hensive understanding of the nature, types and criteria for assessing economic transformations necessitates
further research in this area.

The main goal of this paper is to generalize theoretical and empirical approaches to defining the essence
and evaluation of economic transformations.

This study combines a new theoretical and methodological approach to understanding the key essen-
tial characteristics of economic transformation in terms of digitalization of the economy, and systematization
approaches to its assessment.

The study showed that historically economic transformations were clarified from several perspectives,
namely: 1) structural changes in the sectors of the economy (variation of the contribution of the relevant indus-
try in the formation of value added); 2) change in productivity and employment in the sectors of the economy,
which occurs in two directions, in particular, the allocation of financial and human capital from low- to high-profit
sectors of the economy and productivity growth in enterprises within a particular industry. However, at the
present stage of development of world economic relations that is characterized of digitalization of economy,
economic transformations cover a much wider range of types, namely: changing the relationship between
financial and real sectors of the economy, between cash and non-cash circulation, between digital and physi-
cal business products. Analysing the dynamics of the relevant economic transformations in Ukraine, it can
be noted that in our country in 2005-2016 more than 50% of value added was created in the service sector,
which indicates the importance of the development of this industry to ensure sustainable economic growth in
our country. It is also can be pointed out that the share of value added created in industry varies in the range
of 20—-30%. The smallest contribution to the formation of value added in Ukraine is provided by the agricultural
sector — its share does not exceed 15%.

Clarification of modern approach to economic transformation identification and assessment creates a back-
ground to development of a unified and comprehensive methodology of its evaluation, forecasting and pointing
out its relationships with other socio-economic indicators.

In this paper it is researched economic transformation from a new perspective that allow pointing out that
in modern conditions to ensure sustainable economic development it is necessary to pay attention to a much
wider range of issues and processes than earlier, including spatial distribution (urbanization, settlement struc-
ture, etc.), demographic movement, changes in sectoral structure, improving infrastructure and superstruc-
tures, etc., which should accompany the increase in productivity caused by structural changes. Thus, it can be
concluded that the economic transformations at the current stage of economic development are considered
much broader than structural changes.
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
