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THEORETICAL PRINCIPLES OF MANAGEMENT
OF INTERNATIONAL PROJECTS OF THE ENTERPRISE

Among the existing works of scientists, much attention is devoted to the basics of international projects or
principles of management of internal projects separately. The question international project management is
very important because nowadays many businesses go beyond the boundaries of one state. Therefore, the
purpose of the article is to consider the concept of project management at the international level and to analyse
the differences between project management in different countries.

In order for international projects to be standard, well-organized, and able to go beyond the borders of one
country so that they are quoted in another, the Project Management Institute (PMI) is constantly developing
core standards for projects and their documentation. According to their version, project management is the
addition of knowledge, skills, tools, and methods to project operations to meet the requirements of the project.

The main difficulties of managing international projects are primarily due to differences in the economic,
political, socio-cultural, and technological aspects of the countries participating in international projects. It may
include the level of bureaucracy, the level of automation, the importance of controlling workers, willingness
to work and motivation, honesty, accountability, an emotional component in decision-making. All this plays an
important role in planning an international project.

Although there are similarities between internal and international projects, management activities in dif-
ferent states and structures are diverse. To adapt services and products to the characteristics of a particular
international environment, managers of the organization must learn and understand the factors of each inter-
national environment. If they believe that the environment of another country is similar to the internal one,
there is a great danger of false references and decisions. When developing a business plan, much attention
should be paid to such factors as: culture, economy, laws and government regulation, political environment
and technological aspects.

Having compared the main aspects of the international and internal project, it should be noted that the basic
components, principles of operation and effectiveness are generally the same. The difference is mainly in the
currency aspect (the investor can ask doing business documentation in foreign currency) and in the aspect of
differences in doing business in different countries, which mainly includes culture, religion, legislation, political
situation, and economic situation.
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
