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THEORETICAL AND METHODOLOGICAL ASPECTS OF THE USE OF MARKETING REGULATORS
OF CONSUMER BEHAVIOUR OF LONG-DISTANCE RAILWAY TRANSPORT PASSENGERS

The article substantiates the need to improve the methodological basis for regulating the behaviour of
consumers of public transport services. This requires the specificity of transport services, especially such
a complex market facility, as passenger long-distance railway transport. It is emphasized that the correction of
the behaviour of passengers is necessary at every stage of the consumption of the service. This is justified by
the fact that consumer value is formed at each stage of customer service, and each of them can affect its value.

The classification of marketing factors of influence on consumer behaviour is specified. It is emphasized
that the factors have both a positive and a negative impact. This influence is manifested even before the con-
sumption of the service begins and ends after some time after the completion of the service.

A particular attention is paid to the division of marketing factors into external and internal ones. This clas-
sification criterion is recognized as the main one in managing the formation of a model of consumer behaviour
and managing its behaviour. The article describes the factors of external and internal marketing regulators of
behaviour. Briefly described how they can influence the behaviour and choice of the consumer. It is indicated,
which of them should be used at the appropriate stage of passenger service. The relationship between regula-
tors and models of consumer behaviour is shown. The main aspects are identified, according to which patterns
act as determinants of consumer behavioural models.

There is agreement with the thesis of psychologists that patterns can change. It is said that this property
of patterns should be used when choosing marketing regulators of consumer behaviour, developing plans for
their application. From this the activity of consumers, the intensity of their purchases, attachment to the manu-
facturer, as well as the marketing budget depend.

The marketing regulators of consumer behaviour of long-distance railway transport passengers have been
developed and are being proposed. They are presented graphically separately for existing services and for
new services. The graphical diagrams show that the types of patterns depend on the degree of novelty of the
service, the manufacturer’s goals for the service and the time that the manufacturer has to change the behav-
iour of the consumer.

The conclusion is made about the role and possibilities of marketing regulators in creating a consumer
value of such a magnitude that will keep customers and increase their loyalty and satisfaction.
