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INTERNATIONAL INDICES OF AGEING

The purpose of the article is to synthesize international aging indices as a scientific research tool and public
policy control instrument in the area of ageing and its implications.

The composition of the synthetic indices is analysed. It is revealed that the choice of indicators is caused by
the prevailing values in society and dominating politic principles in public policy. The political aim of active age-
ing is reflected in the presence of indicators on older workers’ participation in employment and training. Active
Ageing Index, PWC Golden Age Index, Global Age Watch index, Hartford Index of Ageing Societies, Global
Age Preparedness Index include these indicators. The threat of ageing population implications for the sus-
tainability of pension systems and public finances is reflected in the emergence of Natixis Global Retirement
Index, Melbourne Mercer Global Pension Index, Aegon Retirement Readiness Index. These indices measure
the sustainability of pension systems, elderly awareness about retirement, estimate the savings behaviour
and financial readiness for the retirement of the citizens in different countries. Rising importance of the human
capital, development of the information society and strengthening the influence of civil society in public policy
is reflected in the inclusion of subjective well-being and quality of life indicators into the composition of the
synthetic aging indices.

Ukraine is one of the thirty oldest countries in the world. According to the national demographic forecast,
by 2025, the share of the elders aged 60+ will be 25% of the population, in 2030 — more than 26%. National
statistical databases do not reflect the significance of the elderly in the population structure. There are none
separate statistic scoreboards for an aging population as, for example, “Older workers scoreboard” in OECD
or “Older Americans” in the USA. The surveys of the aging households are rare and unsystematic in national
statistical practice. In Ukraine, statistical data on older people is available in the statistical yearbook “Social
Protection of the Population” where the information is given on the number of retirees, the level of pension
benefits, the number of disabled and needy for government support. These data reflect the deficit model of
aging, and older persons are regarded as dependent and needy.

The author proposes to create a separate statistical database on the older people, which would reflect
the employment rate of older workers, type of employment (full/part-time), participation in training, subjective
well-being, health status, financial status etc. Such information is necessary for political decisions and state
planning of the national ageing policy.
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
